The complete design consists of shield, helmet,
crests, supporters, compartment
and motto, each segment containing symbols
which express some aspect of the Q
City’s history and geography. Q

Supporters - The black bear and salmon
represent the environment, the
economy and links between the Native and
O European peoples. Traditionally, the
L‘ bear and salmon were important in the ceremonial

life of the Salish people. The
bear and salmon each carries about its neck a
unique symbol of Salish art; the
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Symbolism of the Armorial Ensigns

Shield - The twin peaks of the Lions rise above
the waves of the harbour,
indicating the City’s geographic position on the
North Shore. The late 19"
century sailing ship represents maritime-based
commerce and the first vessels to
bring industry and settlers to Moodyville, the
original Victorian settlement. The
mountain lion heads are an ancient symbol of
strength and give further emphasis
to the mountains which are the most famous local
landmark.

Crest - Above the helmet is a “Crown” of maple
leaves and dogwoods signifying
Canada and British Columbia. The wood grouse
is an illusion to the mountain
which rises directly north of the City. The grouse
and salal refer to our rich
natural environment.

This North Vancouver Trans Canada Trail
pavilion was built in 2003 on a former

bed of mugo pines, and borders a grove

of strawberry trees. Its unique design
celebrates the friendship between the Trans
Canada Trail and Indigenous communities.

Two Totem Poles form the front pillars,
providing a unique structural feature. The
Grandmother and Grandfather Greeting
Figures, carved by Squamish First Nation
Artist Darren Yelton, raise their arms to
welcome people of all nations to the Trans
Canada Trail - The Great Trail of Canada. The
Greeting Figures hold a carving of the world
with the magnificent Trail across it.

spindle whorl which was used in the native
spinning and weaving process. The
whorls represent domestic arts - the one is carved
with a bear, the other with a
salmon.

Compartment - The compartment on which the
two supporters stand is
composed of forest and sea, the twin foundations
of the City’s situation and
prosperity.

Motto - A double pun on the City’s name and
location and a phrase summing up
the City’s aspirations.
